From Shannon Airport take the Northbound road to Ennis, then the N85 to Ennistymon. Go through the town and on towards 

Doolin and Lisdoonvarna. At the cross roads outside Lisdoonvarna, take a left towards Doolin. After approximately 3 miles, the road 

opens into a cross roads with a small petrol station & convenience store, take a right here onto the R479 into Doolin village.

From Dublin Take N6 to Craughwell, at roundabout take the 1st exit to N18 to Galway via Kilgolgan, Turn right onto the N67

(signposted Ennistymon) towards Lisdoonvarna, Turn right onto the R478 (signposted Cliffs of Moher)Turn right onto the R479

toward Doolin. 

From Cork N20 to Charleville, Branch left (signposted Galway, Shannon), then merge onto R526 (Limerick) At Raheen Roundabout 

take the 1st exit (signposted Foynes, Tralee via coast road), At Quinns Cross Roundabout take the 2nd exit onto N18 (signposted 

Limerick), follow signs to City Centre. In Limerick take N18 to Ennis via Clarecastle, then N85 to Ennistymon then N67, R478 & R479

to Doolin.
